Applicant must:

· Be a citizen of the United States

· Be an elector in Oregon and a resident of Marion County

· Be at least 21 years of age

· Have at least four years of experience as a full-time law enforcement officer or, at least two years of full-time law enforcement experience plus at least two years of post-high school formal education, and
· Have no felony convictions or convictions for any other crime that would prevent certification as a police officer under ORS 181A.355 to ORS 181A.670.
· Be certified by the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training or must achieve certification not later than one year after appointment

Required Application Materials

· A letter of intent to the Marion County Commissioners

· A resume

· A statement indicating why the applicant is interested in the position and why they are the best qualified 
· Verification that the from the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training that the applicant meets the minimum qualifications outlined in Oregon Revised Statutes 204.016 and 206.015
